All things damson at
Brockhampton Estate

Brockhampton Estate is home to approximately 10 hectares (25 acres)
of damson orchards and hedgerows, spread out across the 1,700 acre
estate.

In April each year the orchards
surrounding the medieval manor house
at Lower Brockhampton and the
hedgerows across the estate come
into flower and bloom with beautiful
white blossom.

In late August to early September the
trees hang heavy with the fruit, which
we harvest to make our own jam (on
sale in the shop and tea-room) and autumn desserts in the tea-room. Visitors
are invited each year to pick-their-own, enjoy tastings of damson made
products and pick up recipe ideas.

The damson

The damson or damson plum (Prunus insititia) is defined in the New Oxford
English Dictionary as a ‘small purple-black plum-like fruit.” Sometimes called
the Damask plum, damsons are commonly used in the preparation of jams,
jellies and desserts.

The term damson 1s often used to describe red wines with rich, yet acidic
plummy flavours too.
